He held leading positions at Austrian and international Group locations, such as voestalpine Railpro
in the Netherlands and voestalpine Nortrak in the USA. In 2009, as a designated member of the
Management Board of voestalpine AG, he became Managing Director of voestalpine Stahl Donawitz
GmbH & Co. KG and in 2011 Head of the Metal Engineering Division.

In his function as a voestalpine Management Board member, Kainersdorfer developed the Metal
Engineering Division into the world’s sole supplier of complete railway infrastructure systems, including
digital signaling and safety technology, making a significant contribution to positioning voestalpine
as an international technology group. With the opening of the world’s most modern wire rolling mill in
September 2017, the division under Franz Kainersdorfer's leadership set the international benchmark
for fully automated wire production at the Leoben-Donawitz site and took a further step in expanding
its quality leadership in this segment. With the current construction of a new high-tech continuous
casting line and the implementation of a new steel research lab, Kainersdorfer is already providing
momentum for the future of the traditional Styrian site.
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
